Large Truck Crash Causation Study

Database Variable Reference

In the course of conducting the Large Truck Crash Causation Study (LTCCS) a very large quantity of data was collected. These data have been organized into tables of variables, or fields. Each of these fields contains a value which describes some aspect of the crash, or the vehicles or individuals involved. Most fields are coded with numeric values which correspond to text descriptions. These text descriptions can be determined by using the Variable Reference to look up their values and meanings. The Variable Reference is contained in the file LTCCS_DBVariableReference_Public.csv.

The Variable Reference contains four columns, Table, Field, Value and Description. The first column contains the name of the LTCCS data set, or table. The second column contains the name of the field in the corresponding table. The third column contains the data value to be found in the table. The fourth column contains a description corresponding to the data value in the third column. Numeric results of a data query can be matched to their corresponding descriptions by referring to the corresponding table, field, and value in the Variable Reference.

For example, consider the following rows:

The first row shows the column headers. The subsequent four rows refer to the field ACRCargoShift in table CrashAssessment. This field may have one of four values, 0, 1, 7, and 9, depending on whether a cargo shift event was absent, present, not inspected for, or unknown for this vehicle in this crash. (Note: the CrashAssessment table contains one row per vehicle; other tables may have one row per crash, per event, per occupant, or some other aspect of the crash or entities involved.)

In the CrashAssessment table, CaseID 107004628 has a value for ACRCargoShift of 0. This means there was no cargo shift event present in this vehicle during this crash. CaseID 332006211 has a value for ACRCargoShift of 1, which means there was a cargo shift event present for this vehicle during this crash.
